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Abstract
This research aimed to see the correlation among students’ speaking skill, vocabulary, grammar, and self-actualization. The goal of this research was to find out whether or not there is a correlation among students’ speaking skill toward vocabulary, grammar, and self-actualization. The populations of the research were 221 students and 36 students were being the sample of the research. All were from the seventh grade of SMP N 5 Tanjungpinang in the academic year of 2018/2019. The sample was taken by cluster random sampling. This research was used correlation study by collecting the data from the multiple choices, oral test and questionnaires. The researcher used SPSS version 22.00 to calculate the data. The result demonstrated that the data of this research was normal, homogeny and linear. There was a positive correlation among each variable. Based on the data analysis computed by using the application, it was obtained that the number of r is 0.890. It showed there was a very strong correlation of students’ speaking skill toward vocabulary, grammar, and self-actualization. From the f-test, the result showed the value of fobserved> ftable, it means Ha was accepted. Therefore, there was a significant correlation of students' speaking skill toward vocabulary, grammar, and self-actualization text at the seventh grade of SMP N 5 Tanjungpinang in the academic year of 2018/2019..
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INTRODUCTION
Speaking is one of the important skills that we use to communicate and to understand each other in our daily life. Furthermore, speaking is a key to communicate as an interactive process of developing meaning that involves producing, receiving, and processing information. Byrne (1984) stated that speaking or oral communication was a two way process between speaker and listener that involved productive and receptive skills and understanding. For instance, teaching and learning process in the classroom, teacher and students would speak each other to make them understand. The fact was some students chose to be passive in the classroom and they did not have motivation and confidence to speak up. The teachers also didn’t use English when teaching the students so it made students have low speaking skill because they had lack of vocabulary and they were afraid to make mistakes in grammar.  

     Vocabulary gave great impact on the students’ speaking skill and it had an important role in improving speaking skill because it was the basis of language. One of the purposes of teaching English as a foreign language in Indonesia was that they were able to speak and to achieve those purposes by mastering a lot of vocabulary. Vocabulary was an important part of enhancing their ability to read, write, speak, and listen (Johnson, 2008). It meant that vocabulary was one of the keys that must be mastered by the students if they wanted to have good knowledge in the four skills, especially in speaking skill. Vocabulary was one of the important aspects in learning foreign language. Anyone would get difficulty in understanding speaking when they had limited vocabulary. It might be impossible to speak English without mastering vocabulary. Pratiwi (2013) stated that it was known that if the mastery of vocabulary was limited, it would limit students in the use of skills and language components.  In other word, students who mastered more vocabulary would be successful in speaking. In fact, students still had difficulties in enriching vocabulary and memorizing the words. If they did not know how to expand their vocabulary, they would gradually lost interest in learning English. 

     Another essential aspect of speaking was grammar. Grammar became an important part that must get enough attention for students because grammar was a rule in producing an English language. If they mastered grammar they were able to speak correctly and easily. Grammar was the support system of communication and we learnt it to communicate better (Alexander, 1998). In mastering English grammar, they should understand how tenses work. The grammar used in this research is simple present tense. The simple present tense is used to describe habits or routines, to make general statements of fact or to express opinions. Uchiyama (2006) stated that simple present tense was action to express habit or repeated action.

     Speaking activities were influenced by another factor i.e. self-actualization. In psychology, self-actualization was achieved when you were able to reach your full potential. The psychological process aimed at maximizing the use of a person’s abilities and resources. Self-actualization was a motivated individual’s capability to develop all the abilities and talents to make her/his potential talents realize (Agust, Ngadiso, &Asib, 2012). Obtaining high self-actualization influenced the students much on learning. Through this way, they would be capable of boosting their abilities, potentials, and talents which they had to make them come true (Agust, Subroto& Malik, 2018).In other words, for our purposes, self-actualization could be thought as the full realization of one’s creative, intellectual, or social potential. So, the students were able to use their full potential to achieve their speaking skill.

     Based on the researcher’s experience when doing teaching practice in the seventh semester at SMP N 5 Tanjungpinang, the researcher dealt with some speaking activities in teaching and learning processes. It could be in the form of discussion, story telling, describing people, describing things, describing animals, and dialogue. The researcher also found some problems. Firstly, the students were less enthusiasm to learn English because the teacher’s teaching technique was less creative and monotonous. The teacher had lack understanding of how to use methods, techniques, and teaching media in teaching English.

    Speaking was difficult for students to learn. This happened because speaking English was not their daily language. In school, they used Indonesian and sometimes used Mandarin language. In learning English, the researcher also found some problems in the seventh-grade students in speaking English. They were lack of vocabulary. They frequently asked their teacher about unfamiliar words. Some others had less motivation to master vocabulary and lazy to bring their English dictionaries. The problems that they faced were not only in vocabulary but also in grammar. 

     From the explanation above, it could be said that there were some problems that the researcher found. All of these problems affected teaching and learning processes and students’ learning outcomes. Besides, vocabulary, grammar, and self-actualization were the important parts of speaking skill. Therefore, the researcher wanted to know the correlation of students’ speaking skill toward vocabulary, grammar, and self-actualization.

RESEARCH METHODOLOGY
This research used quantitative research method. It was a method based on the measurement of quantity or amount. Quantitative research methods were the method in which numbers were used to explain findings (Kowalczyk, 2016). This research was in correlational research design. Butler (1985) stated that the correlation was the area of statistic concerned with the study of systematic relationship between (two or more) variables, and attempted to answer the questions of variable in the data.

     In this research, there were three independent variables and one dependent variable. The independent variable ([image: image3.png]X1



) of this study was vocabulary. The second one ([image: image5.png]
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) of this study was self-actualization and the dependent variable (y) of this study is the students' students’ speaking skill.In this research, the researcher took the population from seventh grade students of SMP N 5 Tanjungpinang in the academic year of 2018/2019. The number of population was 221 students in the seventh grade. According to Creswell (2012), population is a group of individuals (or a group of organizations) with some common defining characteristics that the researcher can identify and study. The researcher used cluster random sampling as the sampling technique in order to get the sample for the research. Cluster  sampling  is  where  the  whole  population  is  divided  into  clusters  or  groups and subsequently, a random sample is taken from these clusters, all of which are used in the final sample (Wilson, 2010).  Cluster sampling is advantageous for those researchers whose subjects are fragmented over large geographical areas as it saves time and money (Davis, 2005). The stages to cluster sampling can be summarized as follows: 
1. Choosing  cluster  grouping  for  sampling  frame
2. Numbering each of the clusters 
3. Selecting sample using random sampling
     In this research, the researcher took 36 students grouply from the total population as her sample. 
     The data for this research were collected using test and questionnaire. The researcher used two types of the test. i.e. multiple choice and oral test. The test was taken from textbook with the title is Practice Your English Competence for SMP/MTs VII grade. It is based on the basic competence curriculum 2013. To measure the students’ vocabulary and grammar, the researcher used multiple choices. In this test, the participants of this study were able to do the vocabulary and grammar tests which has 20 items. The test had 4 options, A,B,C or D and the students choose one of the correct answer from the options. For vocabulary test, the researcher gave questions that related with their comprehension about noun, verb, and adjective vocabulary. For grammar test, the researcher put the patterns of the simple present tense, like positive, negative, and interrogative sentence. The researcher not only gave questions about the patterns of the simple present tense, but also included verbs in it.To know students’ speaking skill, the researcher asked the students to tell about daily activity. To know the score of speaking the researcher used the rubric according to Brown (2001). In order to know the students’ final score of the test the researcher used the formula by Jihad and Haris (2013).

     The researcher used questionnaire to investigate and to collect students’ information about their self-actualization. In the questionnaire there were positive and negative statements and the students who are chosen by the researcher as sample filled out the questionnaires.

     The data analysis technique that the researcher used is the normality test, it was used to determine whether the population of data was normal or not. The researcher used SPSS version 22.00 by using Saphiro-Wilk test to get the data of normality test. Another test is homogeneity test, it aimed at knowing whether the data from population which had similar variances or not. The researcher used SPSS version 22.00 by using the Test of Homogeneity of Variance to help her in analyzing the data of the normality test. Next test is linearity test, it aimed at determining whether two or more variables had a linear significant correlation or not. The researcher used the Test of Linearity and Statistical Product and Service Solution or SPSS version 22.00 in analyzing the data. To test the hypothesis, the researcher used the brivariate correlation test, multiple correlation test and F-test. The brivariate correlations were used to know the level power of variable and the correlation direction. The researcher used the formula of brivariate correlation to analyze the correlation between variables. Nevertheless, the researcher used SPSS version 22.00 by using product moment Pearson to help her in analyzing the data of brivariate correlation in this research.The researcher used the formula based on Sugiyono (2013):

     Multiple correlations were used to know the correlation between three independent variable and dependent variable.The significant of Coefficient Correlation (F-test) was used to prove the hypotheses that had been submitted whether accepted or rejected. 
FINDINGS AND DISCUSSION
After conducting the research, the researcher gave the scores of the students’ tests. The researcher displays the data of students’ speaking skill, vocabulary, grammar, and self-actualization in the table, so that it can be clearly understood.

     Based on the calculation using SPSS 22.00 above, the value of r in Saphiro-Wilk table for speaking skill, vocabulary, grammar, and self-actualization was lower than level of significance. This research used Saphiro-Wilk test because the sample was lower than 50 persons. The data show that all of the values of significance were lower than the level of significance 0.05. It means that the Ho was rejected. The variables had a normal distribution.
     The second test is homogeneity test aimed at knowing whether the data from population which had similar variances or not. The researcher used SPSS version 22.00 to analyzed data. The result of students’ speaking skill (Y), vocabulary (X1), grammar(X2), and self-actualization (X3) can be seen in the table below:

     Based on the calculation using SPSS 22.00 above, the value of r in Levene Statistic table was lower than the level of significance i.e. r = 0.000 < 0.05.In short, the vocabulary variable, grammar variable, and self-actualization variable had a homogenous distribution.

     The third test is Linearity test aimed at determining whether two or more variables had a linear significant correlation or not. The researcher used the Test of Linearity and Statistical Product and Service Solution or SPSS version 22.00 in analyzing the data.. The result of speaking skill toward (Y) vocabulary (X1) grammar (X2) self-actualization (X3) can be seen in the table below:

     Based on the calculation using SPSS 22.00 above, the linearity of self-actualization was lower than the level of significance i.e. 0.05. It means that the variable of self-actualization toward speaking skill was linear.
     The fourth test is the brivariate correlations, it was used to know the level power of variable and the correlation direction between variables. The researcher used SPSS version 22.00 by using product moment Pearson to help her in analyzing the data of brivariate correlation in this research.Coefficient correlation between speaking skill toward vocabulary is 0.786 with the significant 0.000. The interpretation of significant is 0.000 < 0.05. It means that there was strong correlation between speaking skill toward vocabulary. Coefficient correlation between speaking skill toward grammar is 0.601 with the significant 0.000. The interpretation of significant is 0.000 < 0.05. It means that there was strong correlation between speaking skill toward grammar. Coefficient correlation between speaking skill toward self-actualization is 0.339 with the significant 0.043. The interpretation of significant is 0.043 < 0.05. It means that there was low correlation between speaking skill toward self-actualization.
     The fifth test is multiple correlation, it was used to know the correlation between two or more variables from independent (X1, X2,…..Xn) to the dependent variable(Y) simultaneously. This correlation searched the correlation of students’ speaking skill (Y) toward vocabulary (X1) grammar (X2) and self-actualization (X3) simultaneously. In this research, the researcher used SPSS version 22.00 to help her in analyzing the data. Based on the result from SPSS, the researcher obtained number of R is 0.890. It was the result of correlation between variable X1, X2, with X3 in a together manner with variable Y (ryx1x2x3). It shows that there is very strong correlation of students’ speaking skill toward vocabulary, grammar, and self-actualization.
     After getting the result of coefficient multiple correlations, the writer measured the Multiple Determination Coefficient (MDC).

     Based on the analysis of Multiple Determination Coefficient above, it was known that the correlation of students’ speaking skill toward vocabulary, grammar, and self-actualization was 79.21 %. It means that the independent variables (vocabulary, grammar, and self-actualization) gave a strong contribution toward students’ speaking skill. Meanwhile, the rest as 20.79 % was determined by other variables.
     The sixth test is the significant of coefficient correlation (F test), it aimed at proving the hypothesis that had been submitted whether accepted or rejected. The test was done to examine whether the correlation can be applied for population, the researcher obtained the conclusion of the value of fobserve>ftable, 40.604 < 2.90 and significant 0.000 < 0.05. It means that the Ho is rejected. It can be concluded that there is a significant correlation of students’ speaking skill toward vocabulary, grammar, and self-actualization
CONCLUSION
Based on the previous discussion and the results of research, the researcher concludes that there is a significant correlation of students’ speaking skill toward vocabulary, grammar, and self-actualization at the seventh grade of SMP N 5 Tanjungpinang in the

academic year of 2018/2019. It means that the vocabulary, grammar, and self-actualization will influence much the students in speaking.
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
